Redefining the
Caribbean

During my presentation at
the 48" CSA conference in
St. Lucia, | said that one of
the critical issues for the
Caribbean people living in
the spaces still colonized by
European countries contin-
ues to be that of identity. |
emphasized that language,
as one of the most salient elements of culture, remained critical to
our self-identification.

Today | remain convinced that language use is critical to self-
identification for all peoples, and Caribbean people in particular,
because people internalize values and beliefs about the world ac-
cording to how they are socialized. In linguistics, we say that lan-
guage is a vehicle which permits us to express our thoughts and
feelings, to communicate with others, and to share knowledge.
Thus, language is formed to present our ideas or concepts, and
these ideas and concepts change depending on which cultural ele-
ments are dominant at any given moment.

After 50 years of CSA existence, it may be time for us at CSA to revis-
it the use of terms like “West Indies” or “West Indian” when refer-
ring to the region and people, choosing more accurate descriptions
to reflect geography, nationality, or aspiration. Other terms like
“post-colonial” cannot apply in reference to our region while the
(aribbean remains the space with the most colonized territories on
the planet.

As we reflect on the past 50 years and look toward the future, we
must become more intentional about how we can actively change
the perception of the Caribbean and the people. Looking toward
the 49™ conference in St. Martin, where we will scrutinize the many
facets related to the issue of Reparations, | am confident that lan-
guage use will play an important role in how we (re)define our
perceptions of and aspirations for our Caribbean.

Uno de los temas centrales de esta eleccion es la crisis energética.
En agosto, una tormenta relativamente débil dejo a miles de perso-
nas sin electricidad, exponiendo la incapacidad del sistema para
soportar la temporada de huracanes en la que nos encontramos. La
tormenta también provocd inundaciones sin precedentes y destru-
y0 infraestructura que habia resistido el impacto del huracdn Maria
en 2017. Esta devastacion subraya el gran deterioro de Puerto Rico
y cristaliza la ineficiencia del gobierno en la administracion de la
gran cantidad de fondos federales que han sido asignados para la
recuperacion de Puerto Rico después de Maria.

Estas elecciones también son cruciales debido al auge de nuevos
movimientos politicos. Se espera que una alianza entre el Movi-
miento Victoria Ciudadana (MVC) y el Partido Independentista
Puertorriquefio (PIP) logre un buen desempefio, especialmente a
nivel municipal. Su plataforma aboga por el rescate de las institu-
ciones publicas, la reconstruccion social, econémica, ambiental y
fiscal de Puerto Rico, y la descolonizacidn.

Mientras tanto, los candidatos del bipartidismo responden a las
criticas con desinformacion. Jennifer Gonzalez, actual comisionada
residente y candidata a la gobernacién por el partido estadista,
desestimd las criticas de Bad Bunny diciendo que, bajo un gobierno
de Juan Dalmau, el candidato de la alianza, el artista no podria
emitir sus declaraciones. De esta manera, insinud que un gobiernoa
cargo de Dalmau crearia en Puerto Rico una dictadura. El senador
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Carmelo Rios, también por el partido estadista, calificd a Bad Bunny
como un “rebelde millonario sin causa”, y sugirié que este deberia
utilizar su riqueza para reparar las escuelas en Puerto Rico. Las de-
claraciones de Rios reflejan una falta de conciencia y compromiso
entre estos politicos en relacion a sus responsabilidades como fun-
cionarios pablicos.

Con las elecciones de 2024 acercandose, Puerto Rico se encuentra
en una encrucijada. La creciente influencia de movimientos como el
MVCy el PIP refleja un fuerte deseo de cambio, mientras que los
partidos tradicionales luchan por mantenerse relevantes. En este
contexto, figuras como Bad Bunny estan usando sus plataformas
para movilizar a una nueva generacion de votantes que exigen
rendicién de cuentas, transparencia y un futuro mejor para la isla.

On September 2, Puerto Rican influencer Antonio “El Tony” Caceres
Aquino aired an interview with artist Benito Martinez Ocasio, better
known as Bad Bunny. The interview sparked widespread discussion
in Puerto Rico, as Bad Bunny made a powerful appeal to young
people, urging them to register to vote in the upcoming general
elections on November 5th. He also called on voters to critically
examine the promises and performances of the candidates of Puer-
to Rico’s historically dominant parties. Benito condemned the cor-
ruption, manipulative tactics, and general neglect of current public
officials in Puerto Rico, belonging to the pro-statehood and pro-
commonwealth parties.

A key issue in this election is the dire state of power distribution
across the archipelago. Last August, a relatively weak storm left
thousands without electricity, highlighting the fragility of the sys-
tem and its inability to consistently provide service during hurri-
cane season. The storm also led to unprecedented flooding and
destroyed infrastructure that had withstood the impact of Hurri-
cane Maria, a Category 5 cyclone, which made impact back in 2017.
This recent devastation underscores Puerto Rico’s ongoing crisis,
raising concerns about the effectiveness of the billions of dollars
that have been allocated by the United States's federal government
for Puerto Rico’s recovery after Maria and subsequent disasters.

At the same time, these general elections are significant because
opposition forces to Puerto Rico’s status quo have been gaining
momentum over the past three electoral cycles. This term, an
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alliance between the Citizen's Victory Movement (MV() and the
Puerto Rican Independence Party (PIP) is expected to perform well,
particularly at the municipal level. Their platform emphasizes res-
cuing Puerto Rico’s public institutions, rebuilding the archipelago's
social, economic, environmental, and fiscal landscape, and pursu-
ing the decolonization of Puerto Rico.

Meanwhile, candidates from Puerto Rico’s two-party duopoly have
responded to criticism by spreading misinformation. Jennifer Gon-
zdlez, the current resident commissioner and gubernatorial candi-
date for the pro-statehood party, dismissed Bad Bunny’s condem-
nation of her dishonesty and contradictions regarding her platform
for Puerto Rico. She claimed that under Juan Dalmau, the alliance’s
gubernatorial candidate, the artist wouldn't be able to make such
statements, insinuating that Dalmau would run a dictatorship.
Senator Carmelo Rios, also from the pro-statehood party, labeled
Bad Bunny a “millionaire rebel without a cause,” suggesting he
should use his wealth to repair Puerto Rican schools. Rios’s remarks
reflect a lack of awareness and commitment among these politi-
cians in regard to their responsibilities as public officials.

As the 2024 elections approach, Puerto Rico stands at a crossroads.
The increasing influence of movements like the MVC and PIP sig-
nals a growing desire for meaningful change, while the crumbling
power of the traditional parties continues to resist. In this politically
charged environment, figures like Bad Bunny are leveraging their
platforms to galvanize a younger generation of voters who seek
accountability, transparency, and a better future for the archipela-
go. As the public weighs the options before them, the results of
these elections could determine whether Puerto Rico’s long-
awaited recovery and transformation begins sooner rather than
later.

INTERNATIONAL DAY OF INDIGENOUS PEOPLES CELEBRATED

IN GUADELOUPE

By resolution A/RES/214 of December 23, 2014, the UN General
Assembly decided to celebrate indigenous peoples every year on
August 9.

The date of August 9 was chosen in relation to the first meeting of
the Working Group on Indigenous Peoples on August 9, 1982.

This celebration plunges us directly into the history of colonization
and the clash of cultures that it caused.

In the Americas, Africa, Oceania and Asia, these first populations
who existed well before the arrival of Europeans suffered one of the
most serious predations in History.

Dispossessed of their lands, driven from their places of habitation,
stripped of their cultures and beliefs in the name of Western civili-
zational supremacism.
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In the Caribbean, colonization was merciless. What remains of the
Tainos who populated the North of the Caribbean and their civiliza-
tion? In the Eastern Caribbean, the Kalinagos were exterminated
with the exception of a small group that survived in Dominica
where they took refuge after the Treaty of Basse-Terre in Guade-
loupe on March 31, 1660.

Thanks to the work of archaeologists from all over the Caribbean
and in particular with the exhibition "Caribbean Links" produced
with the assistance of the University of Leiden in the Netherlands,
the history of these peoples has been brought up to date. But above
all, this exhibition has highlighted the important legacy that re-
mains throughout this area that we can call "the area of the cassava
civilization".

It is in the extension of this reflection that C0.RE.CA, Klaiinagwada
and Karibe Horizon have decided to celebrate this year the interna-
tional day of indigenous peoples in Guadeloupe.

On August 9 in Pointe-a-Pitre, several researchers in the presence of
the former chief of the Kalinago Territory, Irvince Auguste, deliv-
ered the results of their work.

o Jean-Pierre Moreau worked on the meeting between Kalin-
agos and Tainos with the first Caribbean buccaneers. Piracy did
not prevent agreements against the authorities but also
bloody clashes.

e Historian Raymond Gama retraced the entire history of the
Amerindian occupation in Guadeloupe. He evoked the situa-
tion at the time of the arrival of Christopher Columbus in 1493
and especially the relentless hunt organized by the French
authorities from their occupation in 1635.

e The former Kalinago chief drew up a complete picture of the
situation of the Kalinago people in Dominica who have had a
territory subject to their own customs since 1903, but never-
theless have enormous difficulties in preserving their identity
and traditions.

On August 10th at the kassaverie of the city of Capesterre, a Kalin-
ago village promoted Kalinago culture and rites. On this occasion, a
seminar on agriculture with the experience of Régina Joseph ad-
dressed the problems of sustainable agriculture and food sover-
eignty based on what our Kalinago ancestors left us.

These 2 days, very well attended by the population, were an oppor-
tunity to appropriate an entire part of our history erased by colonial
culture.

(IDPAD 2015-2024" with the theme of “Recognition, Justice, Devel-
opment”. We are reminded of the urgent need for justice, recogni-
tion, and development for people of African descent. Guided by key
documents like the “Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948)"
and the “UN Declaration on the Granting of Independence to Colo-
nial Countries and People (1960)”, this decade has served as a plat-
form for addressing historic injustices and creative reparative solu-
tions with actionable deliverables, hence the global call for repara-
tions is growing stronger. AfRaKan Sustainable reparatory justice
and authentic reparations are grounded within the 21 century
narrative frameworks that equitably investigate, research, teach,
publish, and beyond. A key observance is “West Indies Solidarity
Day”, on the first Monday in September in the Virgin Islands along-
side the United States' Labor Day. Established in 1964, “West Indies
Solidarity Day” reminds the VI Caribbean Americas of the bonds
that connect the Caribbean region and the resilience, unity, and
determination of its people, resources, cultural heritage, and spirit.

September also brings the commemoration of the 1892 St. Thomas
Coal Workers Strike in the Danish West Indies, led by Queen Coziah,
sometimes known as Clothilde, an Afrakan woman from St. Christo-
pher (St. Kitts/Nevis). This historic, bloodless labor protest was a
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turning point for labor rights in the
(aribbean, demonstrating the power
of peaceful protest and the strength
of Caribbean women. Historic events
like the 1733 Revolution on St. John
and the 1878 Fireburn labor revolu-
tion on St. Croix, showcase the endur-
ing spirit of resistance and the pursuit
of justice that defines ancestral tradi-
tional heritage of the Virgin Islands
(US). Respectfully, David Hamilton
Jackson, born on September 28, 1884, in St. Croix, is a celebrated
figure in Caribbean history. As the founder of “The Herald” newspa-
per in the Danish West Indies, Jackson gave a voice to the voiceless,
challenging the colonial system and advocating for workers’ rights.
Jackson'’s efforts contributed to the transformation of the Danish
West Indies into what is now the Virgin Islands of the United States,
laying the groundwork for a more inclusive and just society.

Este Foro GAP2P marca el 20° Aniversario tanto de la Unién Africana
ECOSOCC como de la Red Pan-Africana del Caribe (CPAN). Los temas
del Foro GAP2P 2024 incluyeron: Conmemorar 20 Afios de Existen-
cia y Participacion de la Didspora de la Union Africana; Empoderan-
do a Africay la Didspora como Zonas de Paz; Promoviendo la Estabi-
lidad en Haiti y Sudan; y Enfrentando el Tema del Crimen entre
Negros.

Esta temporada de otofio marca la culminacion y la proximidad al
cierre de la “Década Internacional para los Afrodescendientes
(IDPAD 2015-2024)", designada por las Naciones Unidas, con el
tema “Reconocimiento, Justicia, Desarrollo”. Se nos recuerda la
necesidad urgente de justicia, reconocimiento y desarrollo para las
personas de ascendencia africana. Guiados por documentos clave
como la "Declaracion Universal de Derechos Humanos (1948)" y la
"Declaracion de la ONU sobre la Concesion de Independencia a los
Paises y Pueblos Coloniales (1960)", esta década ha servido como
una plataforma para abordar las injusticias histéricas y soluciones
reparadoras creativas con entregables accionables, por lo que el
llamado global por reparaciones se esta fortaleciendo. La justicia
reparadora sostenible y las reparaciones auténticas afrikanas se
basan en los marcos narrativos del siglo XXI que investigan, investi-
gan, ensefian, publican y mds de manera equitativa. Una observan-
cia clave es el "Dia de la Solidaridad de las Indias Occidentales", el
primer lunes de septiembre en las Islas Virgenes junto al Dia del
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Trabajo de los Estados Unidos. Establecido en 1964, el "Dia de la
Solidaridad de las Indias Occidentales" recuerda al Caribe VI Améri-
ca los lazos que conectan a la region caribefia y la resiliencia, uni-
dad y determinacion de su gente, recursos, patrimonio cultural y
espiritu.

Septiembre también trae la conmemoracion de la huelga de traba-
jadores del carbon de 1892 en St. Thomas en las Indias Occidentales
Danesas, liderada por la Reina Coziah, a veces conocida como
Clothilde, una mujer afrikana de St. Christopher (St. Kitts/Nevis).
Esta historica protesta laboral sin violencia fue un punto de inflex-
i6n para los derechos laborales en el Caribe, demostrando el poder
de la protesta pacifica y la fortaleza de las mujeres caribefias. Even-
tos histdricos como la Revolucién de 1733 en St. John y la revolu-
cion laboral Fireburn de 1878 en St. Croix, muestran el espiritu du-
radero de resistencia y la bdsqueda de justicia que define la heren-
cia ancestral tradicional de las Islas Virgenes (EE.UU.). Respetuosa-
mente, David Hamilton Jackson, nacido el 28 de septiembre de
1884, en St. Croix, es una figura celebrada en la historia del Caribe.
Como fundador del periédico "The Herald" en las Indias Occi-
dentales Danesas, Jackson dio voz a los que no la tenian, desafiando
el sistema colonial y abogando por los derechos de los trabajadores.
Los esfuerzos de Jackson contribuyeron a la transformacion de las
Indias Occidentales Danesas en lo que ahora son las Islas Virgenes
de los Estados Unidos, sentando las bases para una sociedad mads
inclusivay justa.
